· 500+ rounds of ammunition of the same type and brand (make sure the ammo works well in your rifle beforehand)

· 5 Mags(20rds works well if state law allows)
· Gun cleaning supplies and lube/CLP

· Something to cover your rifle

· Rifle Instruction Manual, if you have it
