March 20, 2013 - Ramseur, NC- When Isaac Davis picked up his musket and stepped into the cold morning air on April 19, 1775 to lead the Acton Minutemen to Concord, he had but one short, final offering to make to his wife Hannah.

“Take good care of the children.”

Within hours, Captain Davis was struck down by a musket ball fired by a British Regular as he led his men on a march to Concord’s North Bridge. He was the first American officer to die in combat, and to this day his image is remembered in the seal of the Army and Air National Guard.

More than 14,000 militiamen answered the call of Paul Revere and other dispatch riders that April morning, valuing their natural rights and liberty as sacrosanct, even as they faced the most powerful military in the world of their time. Because of their principled courage, and unwillingness to bow down to a corrupt and distant king, we won the first battles of what would become our War of Independence. Because of this founding generation that answered the call that April morning, we have the United States of America, the land of the free and the home of the brave. 

To honor that birthright of a nation, the Revolutionary War Veterans Association would like for April to be recognized every year as “Patriots Month,” with the history of the liberty our forefathers wrested for us through blood and sweat and desperation shared and remembered by a grateful nation.

To do our part to celebrate that heritage, the RWVA’s Appleseed Project will be holding special events across the nation the weekend of April 20-21, 2013, celebrating the moment where marksmanship met history, and heritage began, as well as LibertySeed events to spread knowledge, appreciation, and remembrance of the achievements of the Founders.
