How to use the error “tickets”:

1. Each “shooter” (Instructor) will be given a stack of “error tickets”, divided evenly
 between them. 

“Instructors” (IITs) will go to each “shooter” and troubleshoot for errors.

When an “Instructor” finds an error, have him remain quiet and point it out for confirmation by the “shooter” so as not to give it away to others.

If possible, have the “shooters” exhibit more than one error at a time, but 2 at most.

“Instructors” should rotate through each “shooter” until they have seen and corrected all of the errors.

2. IITs will then center up on Instructors for specific examples of more difficult problems

 we have seen.

3. Instructors will then display target line errors for IITs to diagnose.

There is no need to live fire these errors, and they can in fact be duplicated faster if dry fired. Simply have the “shooters” simulate firing. In some cases they will need to say “bang” for firing, (Position errors), in other cases they may need to cycle the bolt for each “shot” to simulate the error. (Trigger errors)
Tickets to include:

Canting 

Gripping the fore stock

Sling twisted

Loop on backwards

Sling not under forward hand

Hasty sling slipped down to elbow

Elbow not under rifle

Knee not drawn up

Dragging wood

Snatching trigger

Finger bouncing off the trigger

Lack of, (Or breaking), cheek weld 

after each shot (Sight alignment)

Constantly changing hand positions, 

cheek weld, etc, after each shot

Flinch, buck or jerk

Blinking

Cross eye dominance 

Line Safety Items:

No chamber flag 

Bolt forward 

Safety off

Magazine in, (Use a clear, flush magazine if in a 10/22)


Discuss:

No change in POI after adjusting OEM Ruger 10/22 sights


(“Ears do not move, only the “plate” on the rear sight. Shooter is still

 holding front sight at the level of the ears)

Simulated “squib load”

(Treat as a “hang fire” until sure, ground the rifle until the COF is finished, open the bolt, remove the case, rod the barrel to ensure no bullet is lodged there)

M14, M1, AR15 fail to extract (jammed)


(DO NOT allow shooters to place a foot on the op rod handle!)

(Hold rifle and place a bladed hand against the handle. Lift the rifle and drop the butt firmly to the ground while pushing down hard with the bladed hand)

Discuss “round over” jam in AR15s


Round feeds over the top of the bolt and jams hard. If it cannot be

 removed through the ejection port the rifle must be disassembled from the

 rear, starting with the buttstock, buffer tube, etc. to free the bolt. Lots of

 little springs and detent balls to lose)

TARGET LINE ERRORS:

(Can use a target with holes drawn on it to simulate actual target)

Large group, centered on target


(Failure to focus on front sight)

Horizontal, Vertical, and Diagonal stringing


(Trigger control, breathing or loose sling, elbow not under rifle)

One round out of group


(First round not fired in Rifleman’s Cadence)

2 rounds OK, remainder out of target after magazine change


(Failure to maintain NPOA/ position during magazine change)

2 different targets, two different groups, (poi), same shooter, same string


(Good job with NPOA on one target, not good on the other)

Etc.
