Stage 2: Daniel Morgan’s Challenge
	When the state of Virginia heard that Massachusetts was at war with the Crown, one of the legislature’s first acts was to send companies of riflemen to Boston and assist with the siege. Daniel Morgan was commissioned to raise one such company and so many men, too many, volunteered that he needed a method to weed some out. A contest was devised in which a bucket was set at about 250 yards and called a head. A man was given one shot, no sighters, cold bore. Hit it you’re in, miss and go home. This was a test that asked the question most men are afraid to ask themselves. How effective am I? How effective are you?



Course of Fire
Where: in barn, out small single port.
Target: 1 red Army “D” @ 100, 200, 300, 400 yds each and 1 red bucket @ 250yds.
Drill: prone, 13 shots max, 1 minute.
1. RSO instructs the shooter on stage particulars and commands to load.
2. Shooter, prone on tile 1, loads and indicates ready.
3. RSO commands FIRE and starts a 1 minute timer. CEASE-FIRE if time expires.
4. Shooter engages red Army “D” @ 100 yds with 3 shots.
5. Shooter engages red Army “D” @ 200 yds with 3 shots.
6. Shooter engages red Army “D” @ 300 yds with 3 shots.
7. Shooter engages red Army “D” @ 400 yds with 3 shots.
8. Shooter engages red bucket at 250 yds with 1 shot.
9. RSO commands CEASE FIRE, unload and show clear.
10. RSO records hits and time on this sheet as well as on the stage score sheet.
Each hit is +1 point.
Win by highest score, shortest time breaks ties.
Winner receives +3 points and second receives +1.
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
