Stage 3: Timothy Murphy knew his limit.
	During the Battle of Saratoga, a maneuver of the Regulars under command of General Fraser was in danger of flanking the Colonists. Timothy Murphy, a real rifleman in every sense of the word, was tasked with the elimination of Fraser. Murphy knew he had to hit on his first try or the very mobile (on horseback) and high value target could trot away or simply dismount. Reports claim that Murphy selected and climbed a tree that was either 300 yards or 500 yards away, an extreme for a muzzle loaded rifle in either case, and that he hit and killed not just Fraser but the second in command that galloped up immediately to fill the void in command. For the Regulars, loss of command and morale was too much and the flanking maneuver collapsed. Timothy Murphy may have saved the battle because he knew his limit.


Where: in barn, out middle double port.
Targets: 1 green Army “D” @ 300, 400, 500, 550, 600, 650 yds each.
Drill: prone, X number of shots; seated, X number of shots; no time limit.
1. RSO instructs the shooter on stage particulars and commands to load.
2. Shooter, prone on tile 1 loads and indicates ready.
3. Shooter declares his prone limit.
4. RSO acknowledges limit and commands FIRE.
5. Shooter engages his declared prone limit target first and all closer green targets with one shot each.
6. Shooter transitions safely to seated and declares his seated limit.
7. RSO acknowledges limit and indicates proceed.
8. Shooter engages his declared seated limit target and all closer green targets with one shot each.
9. RSO commands CEASE FIRE, unload, and show clear.
10. RSO records hits and misses on this sheet as well as the stage score sheet. A score may not be less than 0.
Each hit is +1 point, each miss is -3 points.
High score receives +3 points, no tiebreakers (all high scores receive +3)
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
