(that means lead down range, first name read at these times)

In framing the volley, pass out the broad sheet.
BLOODY BRISTISH BUTCHERY  -  Here is how Fred suggests we frame the broad sheet.

 "Boody British Butchery" is what I call the RWVA original-size repro of an announcement put out just weeks after April 19th, carrying "news of the day".

     We first used it at the 4/19 events, passing one out to each attendee.

     Like the Redcoat target, the first time up, we need to 'frame' what we're doing, and why, when we pass it out.

    The idea is to reinforce our feeling that one of the things we do at Appleseed is "put people in touch" with their tradition and history.

    The BBB is a way of conveying information, feeling, and attitude directly from a person on the scene two centuries ago straight to modern Americans, with no intervening 'interpretation' or bias introduced.

    I will hold it up for everyone to see, and then say, "here's the unvarnished truth, as they knew it, only a few weeks after it happened. Now, why am I giving you a copy? Let me read it to you, in words that may be archaic, but that are nevertheless representative of what we try to do with this program" - and then read the first para about "it is hoped every household should have a copy" in order to honor, to remember, and to never forget. And then I'll say (if not too choked up by then) "it's little enough any of us can do, for people who did so much for us - right?"

     Simply passing them out like potato chips has little impact. Explaining why - framing it for them - gives it the impact of dynamite - that is, if there really is a "sleeping American" inside them, somewhere...

We will shoot the Redcoat target by volley fire; 5 or 6 shooters to 1 target.

Shot from prone. 
• Shooters, your preparation period has ended. 
• With 13 rounds, LOAD! 
• Is the line ready?
• Ready on the right?
• Ready on the left? 
• All ready on the firing line.

• JONAS PARKER….AIM….FIRE!
• SAMUEL HADLEY…AIM…FIRE!
• JONATHAN HARRINGTON….AIM…FIRE!

• JOHN BROWN….AIM….FIRE!

You have just read 14 names.  Have instructors watch for FBJ on the “empty chamber”, especially center-fires.  I’ve got money on it that there will be at least 4 or 5 shooters who will fire a round on the 14th name, as shooters sometimes get behind.   All rifles SHOULD BE empty now.

Because we have to fire this at 1:00pm pacific time, in CA we will take lunch after this COF.

The final or only QDAQT of the day should be a Red QDAQT followed by the final Redcoat of the day.

Sunday April 18th COF:

The idea is to interject the events as they are unfolding at about the same time as our students are going through their drills, so…


1st Timeline insert:    RedCoat Target
9- 9:30 AM  -----   Pick a town near your shoot and guesstimate when the alert would have reached your Shooting range. Ballpark determine how long to walk from here (your range) to Concord (your town near the range).  “Can anyone here just get up and walk 20-25 miles?”

Tell a story:  each AS student is walking from this place, woken up in the night. They grab their gear, say goodbye to wife and family, and rush off.  They meet neighbors on the walk, all answering the call.  They know not what they are facing, but in all likelihood things will never be the same, they are now all committing treason, there is no going back…

You arrive at Punkatusset Hill, with about 350-400 other militia.  You hear what happened at Lexington. The British are at the Barrett Farm and in Concord, searching the houses.  There is smoke from the town.  “Are we to stand here as they burn our town?”  You see the leaders gather, and discuss what to do.  You hear Isaac Davis say, “I have not a man who is afraid to go!”  You are lined up in formation, and proceed down the hill towards the North Bridge and some Regulars narrowly line up on the far side of the bridge.   A shot is fired, a man goes down.  Its Davis, oh no! More shots.  “Fire for God’s sake fire! Fire as fast as you can!”

“Shooters to the line!”      (It would make sense to have the shooters already on the line at this point if your line is short enough so that they can all hear the story.)


2nd Timeline insert:
   12-12:30 PM.  British leave Concord.  ***Miriam’s Corner. 800 militia. RED QDAQT

3rd Timeline insert:
   1:30 PM.  Bloody Angle. Parker’s Revenge.  1500 militia

4th Timeline insert:
   2:30 PM. Lord Percy relief arrives at Lexington and fires cannon.

5th Timeline insert:
   4:30 onward.  Heavy fighting at Menotomy and East.  3500 militia  RED QDAQT framed in "Circle of Fire"

6th Timeline insert:
   End of day Sunday. Pickering makes the decision not to engage the British Line.....Wouldn't you have tried to stop the British line, right there and then. Final RedCoat
  
You think you are tired?  The fighting continues till about 7PM when the British finally get to Charlestown and the protection of the British gunships.  Militia at 4000 and growing. British have marched as far as 36 miles in 23 hours. 14000 Militia within 24 hours.


Add detail and embellish to the extent that time and accuracy allow.  Sunday, many people are worn out.  But not nearly as worn out as these people must have been.  If you can paint a vivid enough picture, you will convey the immensity of the accomplishment of these uncommon New England farmers.
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
