Project Appleseed provides 1-day and 2-day rifle marksmanship clinics run by the Revolutionary War Veterans Association (RWVA), a 501.c.3, non-profit, insured organization that is staffed by volunteer, certified instructors dedicated to reconnecting the modern-day rifle owners and new shooters, especially youth, with the traditional heritage of the American marksmanship. 
What makes Appleseed unique is combining education in rifleman skills with the teaching of revolutionary war military history, specifically the history of that day in April, 1775, when a shot was “heard around the world.”  That was the day the British Regulars set out from Boston for Lexington and Concord to seize the colonists’ guns.
Appleseed shoots are family-friendly events, and usually occur over a two-day weekend, although one-day shoots can be arranged.  We’ve had shooters as young as 10 and as old as 82 — moms and dads, new shooters and old-timers.  Our instructors are dedicated to safety (often exceeding NRA standards), while at the same time providing a fun and entertaining environment in which to learn.
The bulk of our instruction takes place at 25 meters (82 ft.) using reduced-size targets to simulate 100-400 yard targets.  Attendees bring their own rifles & ammunition, usually .22LR, with their preferred sighting system (most or all iron sights and scopes are acceptable). Instructors will occasionally make available their own, personal loaner rifles, and centerfire rifles are allowed unless prohibited by the hosting facility.  Generally speaking, shooters and 25m events use less than 500 rounds for a two-day clinic. All shooters gain valuable shooting experience, as the skills we teach are directly transferrable to centerfire rifles.  
Many ranges find that hosting an Appleseed clinic provides value for them in attracting new members by providing free advertising through our website, press releases, and fliers.  We understand that running the MCSSA range is expensive and will assist in collecting your range fees and turning them over with full accounting.  RWVA fees can be paid online or at the door and cover the cost of the course.  We provide t-shirts, targets, promo materials, chamber flags, etc.  
As our goal is to pass on shooting skills and a Rifleman’s heritage to those who can do the most with them, active & reserve military members shoot FREE, elected officials shoot FREE, and kids under 18 shoot at a discount.
