I developed my portable target line based upon what I learnt at Raton, NM,, working at the NRA Whittington Center with Atticus. 
I bought a bunch of "chicken wire" fence posts, or “T posts” as they often called and "bailing wire". I use 5' heavy duty posts every fifth post (more in high wind) and four of the 4’ light weight posts in between. 

Space all posts at 12' intervals and run the bailing wire across the top (16ga) and bottom, spaced to size of backer used. I post three cardboard backers to each section for three shooters with 4' each. It is critical that all targets are place in center of backer, away from wires. 
I have a post "pounder" (heavy red tube with handles) that places the posts quickly and a 100' tape measure. The wires must be placed the same distance apart as the cardboard is tall (obviously), and always be aware of the angles of trajectory resulting from shooting at three different muzzle heights from ground. All rounds must impact the berm. Beware of “skip” rounds that hit dirt in front of berm and skip over – especially CF rifle rounds!
Anyway, this is a very portable, very reusable (even the wire as I roll it up on extension cord rollers), relatively inexpensive design. Downside is of course that it doesn't fly - local only, but every town has a hardware store and all items are common - especially in ag areas.
