August's History:
The Battle of Long Island



This month, we wanted to tell the story of The Battle of Long Island. Below is a sample of this

month's exciting article from our resident historian, AH1Tom.

"The Battle of Long Island was the first major battle to take place after the Declaration of
Independence on July 4, 1776. It was a victory for the British that gave them control of the
strategically important city of New York. It was the largest battle of the entire war in terms of
troop deployment and fighting. After defeating the Biritish in the Siege of Boston on March 17,
1776, General George Washington brought the Continental Army to defend the port city of New
York. Washington understood that the city's harbor would provide an excellent base for the
British Navy during the campaign, so he established defenses there and waited for the British to
attack.[...]"
