The April 1776 Halifax Resolves

This month, AH1Tom tells the story of the Halifax Resolves. These were adopted by the
Fourth Provincial Congress of the Province of North Carolina on April 12, 1776. 

"As the first official action by any colony authorizing its delegates to vote for independence,
the Halifax Resolves marked a decisive turning point in the revolutionary movement. They
reflected the colony's growing radicalism, contributed directly to the momentum for
independence within the Continental Congress, and represented the broader ideological shift
taking place across the colonies ..."
