248... it's about 2 miles just south of Payson city limits. Drive 0.6 miles north of milepost 248 and turn
right onto Forest Road 208. The range is approximately 1.8 miles down the road.

From Payson, drive south on Highway 87. At milepost 249, go about 0.4 miles to the left-turn cutout in
the highway and turn left onto Forest Road 208. The range is approximately 1.8 miles down the road.
