“Wes Thompson’s Piru Rifle Range” sign on the right side (Hosler Canyon Rd) and turn

right onto dirt road and travel 1.4 miles. As you cross a stream bed, go through a gate and

veer left at the fork, you will see the office trailer on the left. Travel another 1.1 miles up

dirt road to the Appleseed Event on the left side.
