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Once upon a time Americans were known for their 
mythical skills with the rifle. Sadly, as we roll into the 
21st Century, those long-ago skills, like those long-ago 
riflemen, are becoming little more than mythology.

Some decry the lack of available rifle ranges. Others 
blame the minority of Americans that no longer believe 
in personal firearms ownership or skills training. While 
these two are large contributors, a simpler truth is that 
most Americans don’t shoot rifles well because they 
haven’t been taught to shoot rifles at all.

The Revolutionary War Veterans Association has 
launched Project Appleseed to address the lack of rifle 
skills and training among American citizens and to 
teach them some of their forgotten history as a nation of 
riflemen.

The main feature of Project Appleseed are weekend 
clinics that teach new and old shooters the basics of rifle 
shooting and the role it played in the birth of the United 
States of America. Shooters bring a repeating rifle that 
can be reloaded during rapid fire, about 500 rounds of 
ammunition and a desire to learn and improve.

While thousands of magazine articles, books, and 
internet discussions continue to cover every possible 

aspect of pistol shooting, very little has been written 
in the last decade about shooting rifles at distances 
in excess of 200 yards without mechanical aids and 
optical sights. Service rifle shooting at known distances 
and competition has been replaced by close-range 
action shooting and long-range varmint and benchrest 
shooting.

In the early 20th Century, what we know as across-
the-course shooting became very popular to showcase 
the capabilities of the 1903 service rifle. Today, NRA and 
Civilian Marksmanship Program (CMP) high-power rifle 
matches still involve shooting from the standing and 
sitting (or kneeling) position at 200 yards and from the 
prone position at 300 and 600 yards.

The Appleseed weekend begins with a safety brief 
and “The first strike of the match,” retelling of the 
events that turned the American revolution from a 
political dispute into a shooting war, beginning with 
Paul Revere’s ride and leading on to the shots fired at 
Lexington and Concord. For the rest of the day, there will 
be history lessons during shooting breaks.

After the brief, and before any instruction is given, 
shooters shoot what is affectionately known as the 
“Redcoat target.“ It is a series of bright red reduced 
silhouettes representing the uniforms worn by regular 
soldiers of the British army in 1776. The redcoat will 
serve as a record of where the shooters started and how 
much their skills improve over the next two days of 
shooting. 

Shooters are then taught to shoot from the prone 
position using no support other than the ground and 
a sling. They sight in their rifles at 25 yards, and as the 
instructors say, “targets don’t lie.” Appleseed sight-in 
targets are one-inch black squares. In these days of 
minute of angle accuracy, hitting a four MOA target 
doesn’t seem too intimidating--seeing a 4 MOA target 
without magnification is the challenge. (1 MOA=1 inch at 
100 yards, 2 inches APPLESEED page 15

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It was a humble Christian man, 
adopted as Kentucky’s own, who 
was known to French Field Marshall 
Ferdinand Foch as “the first soldier 
of America” and known to General 
Pershing “as America’s greatest 
doughboy” (a nick-name American 
soldiers of that generation picked 
up during the dusty marches of 
the Spanish American War). Until 
Pershing selected Samuel Woodfill 
as one of three American soldiers 
to be honored at the Tomb of the 
Unknown Soldier in 1921, Woodfill 
had lived in the same obscurity 
his name and story would return 
to generations later. At the time, 
a Congressional Medal of Honor 
winner with decorations from six 
other nations, Woodfill held more 
medals than any other soldier in the 
army. He received standing ovations 
when spotted at public events; 
he even met with the president. 
Congress and the New York Stock 
Exchange both interrupted business 
to honor him. Today it is speculated 
that he is most well known as the 
namesake of Woodfill Elementary 
School.

During Samuel Woodfill’s own 
elementary years, hunting with 
the musket his father carried in 
the Mexican and Civil Wars, he 
was already considered a good 
shot by age 10 and later was know 
in the Army for his exceptional 
marksmanship. In Alaska, before 
The Great War, he honed his skill as 
a rifleman and is reported to have 
once taken 3 caribou from 1800 
yards. In comparison to many of 
the other troops of the American 
Expeditionary Force that were 
rushed to Europe, Woodfill had what 
must have seemed magical skill with 
a rifle from his years of practice on 
American soil. It’s been said that in 
his hands a rifle was as steady as if 

on a tripod or locked in a vise.
On October 12, 1918, at Cunel, 

France, during the Meuse-Argonne 
Offensive, Lieutenant Woodfill 
eliminated five machine gun nests 
and 21 German soldiers with 21 rifle 
rounds, his sidearm, and a pickaxe. 
The 35 year old lieutenant’s company 
came under machine gun fire while 
moving towards the village of Cunel 
under foggy 
conditions. 
Woodfill 
dispatched 
himself, 
followed by two 
soldiers at 25 
yards, to stalk 
out the machine 
guns. Seeing 
flashes from 
a church bell 
tower, he killed 
five German 
machine 
gunners from 
300 yards with 
five shots. He 
then eliminated 
another machine 
gun from a 
barn loft. Next, 
taking cover in 
a shell hole, he 
was overcome 
by mustard gas; 
recovered, he 
moved to the 
rear of a gravel 
pile. From this 
vantage point he 
took out a third 
machine gun nest 
from 40 yards. His 
rifle now empty, he 
killed an escaping 
soldier with his 
pistol and another 
after moving to 
the machine gun’s 
position. After that, 
Woodfill killed 
a German sniper 
who was spotted 

by one of his men. After passing 
through the village, he destroyed 
another machine gun crew, taking 
three prisoners. Spotting the fifth 
machine gun crew, he killed all five, 
then dove into a trench occupied by 
two German soldiers. The first he 
killed with his pistol, which then 
jammed,

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Editors Note: While the following article is geared 
toward high power rifle competition, an understanding 
of the wind and its effects will aid all rifle shooters 
whether competitors, hunters, or those who find 
themselves in harm’s way.

The term, “Reading the Wind” is misleading. A more 
apt title might be “The tactical negotiation of varying 
wind conditions and the limitation of their negative 
effects on the flight of your bullet.” In this article we will 
discuss some tactics and techniques that will enhance 
your abilities to negotiate the wind and (hopefully) add a 
few points to your score. This article will be divided into 
two sections: part one will cover the 200 and 300 yard 
stages. The second part (forthcoming) will be devoted to 
the 600 yard stage. 

There are as many dimensions to “wind reading” as 
there are stages to High Power competition. Your tactical 
mindset, or philosophy, must be different for the 200 and 
300 yard rapid-fire stages than it would be for the 600 
yard slow-fire. In the slow-fire stages you have the ability 
to adjust windage from shot to shot, utilizing the location 
of the previous shot as an indicator. Additionally, a 
change to the existing conditions can be identified and 
adjusted for prior to shooting the next shot. 

During a rapid fire string you will be afforded, in 
optimum conditions, two chances to make a correction 
prior to or during firing: one before commencing the 
string, and one during the magazine change. This 
requires a different approach to analyzing the wind 
condition than slow fire shooting. In the following 
section I will cover some of the basics, and attempt to 
describe the approach I use, both as a coach and shooter, 
to centering a rapid fire group. 

Once you have moved your equipment to the ready 
line, begin to observe the conditions. Do not wait until 
the command, “All ready on the firing line!” to make a 
decision about the wind. 

Assess the direction, value, and the speed of the 
wind. There are a myriad of wind charts and formulas 
available to determine the amount of windage required 
to offset the wind’s effect on the flight of your bullet. 
Your best estimate should be checked against that of 
your fellow competitors. One of your best tools is the 
knowledge (and the results on the target) of your peers. 

An often neglected and misunderstood tool is the use 
of range/wind flags. Immediately prior to assuming the 
sitting or prone position (while standing) you will not 
be able to use your spotting scope to check the mirage; 
you will, however, be able to see the wind flags. It is 
important to correlate what you can see in the mirage 
with the behavior of the flags. Alternate between looking 
at the mirage of a known condition, and observing the 

flags. Concentrate on the details. Pay close attention to 
the very end, or tip of the flag. A subtle increase in the 
speed of the wind will not change the height and angle 
of the flag, but it will affect action at the tip. 

Once you have identified a condition, both in the 
mirage and flags, observe its duration. Because you must 
fire the majority of your string without making a wind 
change, you must know what might result from any 
variance to the predominant condition. This is what we 
call determining a bracket. 

Sighters, when available, should be used to determine 
the bracket of the wind condition. One technique is to 
stagger the interval of your sighting shots: fire your 
first shot as you would normally, and then wait until 
the conditions change-or just prior to the expiration of 
time to fire your second sighter. This will aid you in 
identifying the condition closest to your actual string of 
fire. 

If there is the likelihood of a change to the condition, 
the windage you place on the rifle might need to be a 
compromise between a perfectly centered group and 
the damage a change might cause. One technique that 
experienced shooters employ in a changing condition is 
to identify the “safe side” of the 10-ring. For example, if 
the observed condition is one minute of wind from the 
right, gusting to two minutes, a savvy competitor might 
center his group on the right side of the X/10 ring. In the 
event of a pick up, the wind gust would simply move the 
group to the center of the target or to the other side of the 
10-ring. Obviously, the effectiveness of this technique is 
determined by your ability to shoot a small group. This 
should be an incentive to train! 

The width of the 10-ring in highpower rifle is two 
minutes of angle. Theoretically, a wind estimate within 
one minute of the correct value should result in a 
“clean.” In practice, the quality of the estimate must be 
much higher. An individual’s ability to maintain sight 
alignment, sight picture, and a steady position (along 
with the accuracy of the rifle) will determine the amount 
of error available to you in your wind estimate. Once 
again, this fact alone should be a powerful incentive to 
train! 

The risk of making a windage correction during the 
magazine change often outweighs the benefits, especially 
with beginning shooters. A good performance and the 
ability to shoot a tight group is the origin of the shooter 
axiom: “A good hold is worth a minute.” As a rule, unless 
you can clearly see your group outside the 10-ring in 
your spotting scope, do not adjust your sights during 
the magazine change. There have been many disasters 
wrought from a shooter mistaking a paster; tear in the

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paper, or insect for a bullet hole. 
Finally, although wind reading 

is an important shooter skill, your 
ability to master the fundamentals 
is the most important factor in 
shooting high scores. By trusting in 
your ability, talking to your fellow 
shooters, and concentrating on 
your performance, your scores will 
improve. 

600 Yards
In the previous section, we 

discussed the tactics and strategy 
needed to negotiate the wind during 
rapid fire (primarily 300 yards). The 
goal during rapid fire is to center 
your group in the 10 and X-ring. 
Your windage setting must therefore 
be a compromise between what the 
wind is doing at the beginning of 
firing time and what you believe 
it will be at the end of firing time. 
The 600 yard slow fire stage needs a 
slightly different approach and skill 
set to maximize one’s performance. 
The ability to “read” the conditions, 
coupled with feedback from your 
last shot, make this stage one of the 
most intellectually challenging in 
highpower competition. 

The basics of reading the wind 
still apply at the 600 yard line. 
Shortly after arriving at the ready 
line, you should determine the 
speed, direction and value of the 
wind. The first task, determining 
wind speed, has seen competitors 
arrive at the firing line toting the 
latest in meteorological marvels. 
I submit that the human eye and 
well-trained powers of observation 
are the equal of any overpriced 
anemometer (a fancy word for a 
“wind meter”). The following list 
of the effects of the wind and their 
corresponding velocity can be found 
in the 1931 Service Rifle Pamphlet 
produced by the US Army Infantry 
Team. The information is as relevant 
now as it was then.

0-3 mph Wind hardly felt, but 	
smoke drifts. 3-5 mph Wind felt 
lightly on the face. 5-8 mph Leaves 
are kept in constant movement. 8-12 
mph Raises dust and loose paper. 

12-15 mph Causes small trees to sway.
The direction must next be 

determined. Flags are a useful utility 
in determining wind direction and 
value. When discussing the wind, we 
use the “clock system”. The direction 
of fire is always “12 o’clock”. 

The Value of the wind is as 
important as its speed when 
deciding the proper windage to place 
on the rifle. A 10 MPH wind from 
“12 o-clock” has No Value, hence it 
will not effect the flight of the bullet. 
A 10 MPH wind from “3 o’clock”, 
however, would be classified as Full 
Value. Failure to correct for a Full 
Value wind will surely result in a 
less than desirable result. 

The first question you must 
ask yourself is, “how much is the 
wind worth?” The effect of the 
wind on your bullet is a result of a 
combination of factors, such as: the 
caliber and weight of the bullet, its 
ballistic efficiency and the time of 
flight. I recommend the following, 
simple method. This method relies 
on knowing how much the wind will 
move the strike of your round at 600 
yards, given a velocity of 1 MPH, at 
Full Value. 

For example, a 1 MPH Full 
Value wind will move AMU’s 600 
yard ammunition approximately 3 
inches at 600 yards. At 600 yards, 
3 inches equates to ½ Minute of 
Angle (MOA). We will refer to this 
as our 1 MPH Constant. If you 
know the wind’s speed and Value, 
your initial estimate will be both 
quick and accurate. Furthermore, 
if the condition changes while 
you are shooting, you will be able 
to formulate a correction without 
stopping to consult your ballistic 
program and portable abacus. 

Let’s go through this example. 
As you approach the firing line, the 
flags are blowing from left to right, 
indicating a left wind. The wind is 
a Full Value wind from “9 o’clock.” 
You estimate the speed at 8 MPH. 
Our 1 MPH Constant is ½ MOA. 
Multiplying 8 times ½, gives us a 
wind correction of 4 MOA. If the 
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The two federal agents stood nearly motionless inside 
a darkened doorway along Kansas City’s Prospect 
corridor,  one chilly winter’s eve 60 years past.

Strikes later, the pair spotted a corpulent figure in a 
grey overcoat step from the shadowy recesses of the 
boarding house, with a plain paper bundle clamped 
beneath  his arm. Slipping silently into the rain slick 
street, the agents closed the distance to their target in 
seconds. Using practiced form, one agent held aloft his 
Federal badge, and brandished his 4-inch S&W M&P 
.38Spl as his partner grasped the suspect and barked 
the melodramatic phrase “Federal  Agents, Postal  
Inspectors,  you’re under arrest!”

The tale of the curious Smith & Wesson Model 45 
could not be offered without an opening of “noir” fare 
from a late night 1950’s radio drama. Cops and robbers 
at it’s best; G-Men, trench-coats and gats.  

While most equate G-Men with the FBI, DEA, 
(formerly Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs), 
Secret  Service, US Marshals and other  federal agencies, 
the United States Postal authorities, AKA Federal Postal 
Inspectors,  garner little notoriety after more than 200 
years of service.  

Avoiding public attention, except when necessary,  
these sworn government agents quietly  carry out the  
investigation and enforcement of hundreds of federal 
laws pertaining to the shipment and  protection of  the 
US mail, postal facilities and its employees throughout 
the world. 

How then is the S&W M&P Model 45, an obscure, 
and unique .22LR Hand Ejector  associated with the

New Florida Deer Permit
The Florida Fish and Wildlife 

Conservation Commission (FWC) 
reminds hunters about the new deer 
permit required for sportsmen who 
hunt deer in Florida.  The permit 
costs $5 and can be purchased 
at county tax collectors’ offices, 
retail outlets that sell fishing and 
hunting supplies, online at www.
fl.wildlifelicense.com or by calling, 
888-HUNT-FLORIDA (486-8356). 

Hunters with any of the 
sportsman’s or lifetime hunting 
licenses do not need to buy the deer 
permit, because it is already included 
in those licenses. 

However, the deer permit is not 
included with a hunting license, 
combination hunting/freshwater 
fishing license, combination hunting/
freshwater/saltwater fishing license 
or a five-year hunting license.  
Anyone with any of those licenses 
also must buy the $5 deer permit to 
hunt deer legally. 

Youths under 16 years of age; 
Florida residents over 64 years 
old; those with a Florida resident 
disabled person hunting and fishing 
certificate; and residents in the 
U.S. Armed Forces, not stationed 
in Florida, while home on leave for 
30 days or less (with leave orders 
in possession) do not need to buy 
the deer permit, because they are 
exempt from such license and permit 
requirements. 

Funds generated by the new 
permit will be earmarked to support 
deer management and deer research.  
The FWC plans to establish deer 
management units and a harvest-
reporting system, both of which have 
been identified as top priorities for 
better management of deer by the 
agency and its hunting stakeholders.  
Revenues also will support ongoing 
efforts to monitor Florida’s deer herd 
for chronic wasting disease.

Facebook photos lead to 
arrest of illegal hunters

Two Inverness residents were 
arrested when an investigation 
uncovered they had illegally taken a 
deer and then posted the photos on 
Facebook. 

William Andrew Buchanan 
(DOB 08/26/89) and Tara Anne 
Carver (DOB 09/06/82) were cited 
for possession of wildlife taken 
illegally, according to investigators 
from the Florida Fish and Wildlife 
Conservation Commission (FWC). 

“FWC officers received 
information that the photos had 
been published on Facebook and 
investigated the tip,” said Lt. Steve 
Farmer, investigations supervisor. 
“Investigators then interviewed 
Buchanan and Carver.” 

Buchanan confirmed he was in 
the photographs, helping skin the 
deer. He also stated he used his 

mother’s truck to move the deer 
when he received a call from Carver, 
and he provided the chain to hang 
the deer. However, he wouldn’t 
admit to shooting the deer or being 
present when the deer was killed, 
said Investigator Jim Smith, lead 
investigator on the case. 

“Carver said she published 
the photographs on her Facebook 
page and that the deer was killed 
sometime in May,” Smith said. 

Carver blamed Buchanan for 
killing the deer but confirmed she 
had skinned it and stored some of 
the meat in her uncle’s freezer. 

“Fortunately for investigators, 
pictures can say a thousand words,” 
Smith said. 

Farmer said there was a third 
person involved in the case, but he 
wasn’t charged because he was in 
county jail awaiting transport to 
state prison on felony charges. 

In a technologically advanced 
society, Internet websites provide 
opportunities for the collection of 
evidence when Florida’s wildlife is 
illegally killed.  The FWC has created 
a specialized Internet Crimes Unit 
to monitor and collect evidence 
when Florida’s wildlife is exploited. 
Possession of illegally taken wildlife 
is a second-degree misdemeanor. 

“This case is an excellent example 
of the FWC’s teamwork and shows 
our commitment to protecting the 
natural resources of Florida,” Farmer 
said.

Postal  Inspectors?  Spawned during 
the same era that created the phrase 
“G-Men”, this 4-screw, service 
model M&P rimfire remained a 
non-cataloged revolver for several 
years beginning In 1947 through 
the 1970s, in the early C-prefix serial 
number series. Differing from the 
vaunted K-22 with it’s 6 inch bbl 
and adjustable sights, the Model 
45 would compliment and mirror 
a  Model 10 M&P 38Spl in all except 
caliber and recoil.  According to 
S&W historian Roy Jinks,  only 1500 
Model 45s were manufactured.  Most 
were ordered with tapered  4-inch 
barrels, and blue finish, while a 
scarce few shipped  in 6-inch trim. 

Featuring square butts and 
checkered service stocks, these .22s  
resembled period model 10s in every 
respect save for the rimfire caliber. 
S&W collectors often refer to the 
earliest guns as pre-Model 45s, as 
the first guns were not marked as 
such until 1957. Those  shipped much 
later into the 1970s were likely parts 
guns created from factory inventory 
stocks,  curiously absent the model 
number stamping as well. Overruns 
of the government contracts were 
sold to civilians.  

As one would surmise, these 

service model rimfires were ordered 
by the US Postal Service for training 
of Postal Inspectors, hence the 
moniker” Postal Model 45” attaches. 
It was common for larger postal 
facilities in major distribution areas 
to be equipped with firing ranges in 
the basements of Post Offices well 
into the 1970s, although few outside 
realized their existence. 

The US Postal Service has a 
long history of protecting the mail, 
postal facilities and its employees. 
Created and authorized by 
Benjamin Franklin, and originally 
commissioned as  Postal Surveyors, 
these government agents routinely  
monitored postal shipments for 
efficiency, investigated thefts and 
losses from the U.S. mail shipments, 
and guarded postal facilities to 
ensure the integrity of the US mail. 
Postal Inspectors were often some of 
the first on the scene of railroad hold-
ups in the 19th century when mail 
train robberies peaked, following the 
great unpleasentness of the 1860s. It 
was not uncommon to send money 
through the US mail, and postal 
burglaries occurred nearly as often 
as bank robberies in the late 

1800s. Brigands such as Jesse 
and Frank James , and later Butch 
Cassidy and the Hole in the Wall 

Gang became keen on hi-jacking 

mail shipments.  Such  period 
reprobates were pursued and often  
captured by these federal officers in 
concert with U.S. Marshals and local 
sheriff’s posses.

Following the Great War of 1917, 
stocks of surplus Springfield ‘03s 
and Model 1917 .45 ACP revolvers of 
Colt and S&W make were distributed 
to local post offices throughout the 
country, providing employees with a 
means of protection against robbery 
or aggression. During the colorful 
Gangster and  Prohibition era of the 
1930s, when banks and government 
offices were targeted by Depression-
era desperadoes, these surplus arms 
filled a void of protection until 
authorities arrived.

The orders from the US Post 
Office for the Model  45. 22 service 
revolvers  is patently obvious. These 
supplemented the issue sidearm for 
Postal Inspector training throughout 
their careers, much the same as so 
many S&W Model 18 Masterpieces 
complimented our Model 15s and 
Model 19s in service throughout 
following decades. They provided 
a rimfire K-Frame for practice, 
equivalent to the S& W Model 10 .38 
Spl issued to Inspectors. The Model 
45 would later become a collectors’ 
dream for their limited production 
and curious designation.

While taking what she called an ultimate shooting 
vacation at Camp Perry, Ohio, Jennifer Schunemann was 
the highest non-distinguished pistol shooter in the Small 
Arms Firing School M9 excellence in competition match.

at 200 yards, ¼ inch at 25 yards etc. 
Hence 1 inch at 25 yards = 4 MOA.)

This is where rifle shooting and 
pistol shooting begin to differ. Pistol 
targets range in relative size from 
8 minutes of angle for a 50 yard 
bullseye to 40-plus minutes of angle 
for a silhouette. It is very easy to 
orient the front sight in the center 
of a large target. Rifle targets are 
just the opposite. The largest are 
7 minutes of angle and some are 
much smaller so the front sight blade 
appears wider than the diameter 
of the bullseye. Rifle shooters must 
align their bullseye with a small 
portion of the sight blade. Some 
shooters still employ a center mass 
hold, but many rifle shooters hold at 
6 O’clock on the bullseye so that the 
entire bull is visible above their sight 
posts.

While most experienced shooters 
have an idea where there rifles are 
sighted, some of the attendees at 
Appleseed events are new shooters.

“We’ve had people show up with a 
brand new rifle still in the box,” said 
Brian Parramore of Orlando, one of 
the instructors at a recent Appleseed 
weekend shoot. “That’s OK though, 
because it means they won’t have a 
lot of bad habits to overcome.”

After sighting in from the prone 
position, shooters are taught the 
kneeling and sitting positions and 
fire more shots at the little squares. 
Then a break for instruction on the 
standing or offhand position, and 
back to the little squares. By lunch 
time shooters will have fired about 

100 well-aimed rounds--some of 
them using center fire rifles.

After a quick meal and more 
history of rifle craft and the birth 
of America, shooters begin firing a 
slightly modified Army Qualification 
Table. This is a reduced distance 
course of fire that simulates shooting 
at 50-500 yards. The modification is 
that official AQT targets are a high 
contrast black on white paper. The 
Appleseed AQT targets are a soft 
gray on white paper. Nothing at 
Appleseed is easy.

Shooters spend the rest of the 
weekend working on the basics 
of rifle marksmanship; breath 
and trigger control, finding and 
maintaining  natural point of aim 
and dozens of other things that 
ensure the bullet strikes near where 
the shooter intends it to strike.

The mix of teaching history and 

shooting skills is different than most 
training workshops and goes back to 
basics that many younger Americans 
have forgotten or never knew. Rifle 
shooting is hard work. It doesn’t 
have the fast action of a video game. 
The other almost forgotten fact is 
that after many attempts at political 
due process, Americans took their 
liberty from the British empire 
violently with guns.

“This was an excellent program, 
I liked the history focus almost as 
much as the proper techniques,” 
said Sue McGonegal, an Appleseed 
attendee. “I’m not a gun enthusiast 
or a political person, but this country 
was founded on the fight for freedom 
and liberty. This program wasn’t just 
about coming out and hitting the 
target.”

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him only a pickaxe to finish the 
other. Unofficial Army accounts of 
the events of the day state that most 
of Lt. Woodfill’s kills were head 
shots. Removal of the machine guns 
allowed the company to advance 
through the village of Cunel, a 
skirmish in what has been billed as 
one of the bloodiest single battles in 
U.S. History and the battle that won 
the war.

Samuel Woodfill survived the 
war with only shrapnel wounds, 
re-enlisting in the Army to later 
retire as a sergeant. During his brief 
national fame, the humble Woodfill 
squashed congressional candidacy 
speculation and tired of being what 
he called a “circus pony.” He then 
returned home, slipping into poverty 
and obscurity. After the outbreak 
of World War II, the old soldier was 
commissioned as an Army Major 
at the age of 59 and spent most of 

the war as an Army instructor in 
Alabama. 

After his second career in the 
Army, Samuel Woodfill retired to 
a farm in his native Indiana where 
he died at age 68. He was buried at 
Arlington National Cemetery. Years 
earlier, a few days after Woodfill 
performed the Medal of Honor 
winning attack, he wrote a message 
to his wife on the back of her picture 
that he carried in his shirt pocket: “I 
will prepare a place and be waiting 
at the Golden Gait [sic] of Heaven for 
the arrival of my Darling Blossom.” 
Later, Woodfill reportedly said, 
“I guessed wrong. There was no 
German ammunition with my name 
on it that day.”

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U.S. senators and representatives from both sides of the 
aisle recently urged Secretary of State Hillary Rodham 
Clinton to revisit her Department’s March decision 
disallowing the importation of M1 rifles and M1 carbines 
from South Korea.

In a letter to Clinton, Sen. John Cornyn (R-Tex.) and 15 
other senators stated that the importation disapproval 
“amounts to no more than a backdoor gun ban that lacks 
any basis or justification under current Federal law and 
policy” and “violates law-abiding citizens’ constitutional 
right, protected under the Second Amendment, to 
purchase these firearms for legitimate purposes such as 
target shooting, hunting, collecting, and self-protection.”

The senators questioned the department’s opinion that 
the rifles “could potentially be exploited by individuals 
seeking firearms for illicit purposes,” and requested “an 
explanation of your reasons for blocking the importation 
and sale of American-made rifles from South Korea.”

In a separate letter to Clinton, Sen. Jim Webb (D-Va.) 
also disagreed with the department’s opinion that 
importation of the rifles would constitute a public safety 
risk, saying “The importation of these antique rifles . . . 
does not pose a security threat to our nation.”

In another letter to Clinton, Congressman John 
Boozman (R-Ark.) and 65 other members of the House 
also objected to the department’s stated concern that 
the rifles might be “exploited . . . for illicit purposes,” 
calling it “a reiteration of tired arguments by gun control 
advocates.” The Boozman letter also noted “these are the 
very same types of rifles that have been sold by the federal 
government to civilians for decades through the Civlian 
Marksmanship Program.

In yet another letter to Clinton, Congressman Joe 
Donnelly (D-Ind.) and 44 other members of the House 
of Representatives noted that “the M1 is one of the two 
rifles most commonly used at the National Matches, a 
marksmanship competition authorized by federal law” 
and that “there are separate competitions dedicated to 
each of the two rifles” (the M1 rifle and the M1 carbine). 
Rep. Donnelly’s letter, like Sen. Cornyn’s, noted that NICS 
checks would be required on any of the rifles sold in the 
United States, as would be the case with any imported 
firearm.

Meanwhile Congresswoman Cynthia Lummis (R-Wyo.), 
who signed Rep. Donnelly’s letter, has introduced H.R. 
6240, The Collectible Firearms Protection Act, which 
would allow for the importation of lawfully importable 
U.S.-origin surplus firearms without the approval of the 
Departments of State or Defense.

wind were Half Value, our correction 
would be 2 MOA. 

An initial wind correction is 
only that, what the correction is at 
the start of firing. During the 20 
minutes allotted to firing the 600-
yard stage of the National Match 
Course, conditions can vary greatly. 
Keep the following factors in mind 
when analyzing the conditions and 
formulating your strategy. 

The Importance of a No-Wind 
Zero. This is the sight setting 
required to hit the center of the 
target in a “no-wind” condition. 
This zero is best determined at close 
range, on a calm day. 

Determination of the predominant 
condition. Wind will usually 
manifest a predominant condition 
with some variations. This condition 
and its strength (remember the 1 
MPH Constant) are best observed 
prior to firing. 

The value of the strength of the 
extremes. When wind is switching 
direction during a string of fire, 
the strength of the extremes must 
be known. Again, this is best 
determined prior to firing. 

Distinguish the indicators 
available to you. Identify the upwind 
and downwind side of the range. The 
upwind flags are more important 
during firing, especially when 
attempting to discover an imminent 
change. 

Determine the accuracy of the 
mirage. Mirage is the reflection of 
light through layers of air that have 
different temperatures than the 
ground. These layers are blown by 
the wind and can be monitored to 
detect wind direction and speed. 

Focus your scope midway 
between yourself and the target, 
this will make mirage appear more 
prominent. I must emphasize the 
importance of experience when 
using mirage as a wind-reading tool. 
The best way to become proficient in 
the use of mirage is to correlate its 
appearance to a known condition. 
Using this as a baseline, changes in 
mirage can be equated to changes in 
the value of the wind. Above all, you 

must practice this skill! 
Always know, with absolute 

certainty, how much wind 
adjustment you have on the rifle. 
If there is a pick-up in the velocity 
of the wind, attempt to think of its 
new value in Minutes, not with the 
mindset “that it’s a minute more than 
the last shot.” This will allow you to 
think of the wind condition in terms 
of its actual strength in Minutes of 
Angle. Critical thinking will result in 
a rapid improvement in your ability 
to read the wind. 

The last piece of advice has more 
to do with sportsmanship than the 
technical skills of wind reading. You 
must maintain your composure and 
sense of humor at all times. Learn 
from your mistakes, and those of 
others. Your attitude on the firing 
line is directly proportionate to your 
ability to react positively to adversity.
