Organizational meeting outline.

I. Requirements
A. Students must be present at and participate satisfactorily in all classroom 
     sessions. Make up times are acceptable but need to be coordinated through the
     instructor.
B. Students must participate in two days of an official Appleseed event at a 
     minimum.
1. As dictated by the Daniel Boone Club, students must be 10 years old or older and furthermore students of 10 and 11 years must be accompanied by a “mentor”.[endnoteRef:-1] [-1:  A “mentor” is an adult with the student where in there is only one firearm for the two of them and the student is never more than an arms reach away during rifle handling times.] 

2. Students 12 years old and older must come prepared to the Appleseed events.
3. An RWVA liability waiver must be signed and submitted to the instructor to participate in the Appleseed event
II. Procedures
A. Students will be taught Traditional American Marksmanship.
1. We are only interested in the rifle as it is the logical progression of the arm used by our forefathers who began this tradition.
2. Any type of sight is acceptable and lasers are not sights.
B. Students will be taught American Heritage.
1. We are primarily interested in the happenings of April 19th 1775 in the American colonies and other instances of history which support the lessons of that day.
2. We are not going to require homework but ask that the students be fully prepared for what is asked of them.
C. Classroom meeting times are to be Thursdays after school for an hour and a half. A schedule is attached.
D. An Appleseed event calendar is also attached and please inform the instructor of your plans to attend any Appleseed event. If needs be we can arrange for carpooling, misc equipment, and even loaner rifles may be available but we need some time to arrange things. A checklist of things to bring is included.
E. Successful completion will earn the students a half physical education credit.
