Our 6th and 7th grade students were privileged to hear an in-depth account of the bravery shown by our volunteer forefathers who faced off against the world’s greatest army to begin the Revolutionary War. Textbooks cannot set the same tone that was established by the volunteer speakers from the Revolutionary War Veteran’s Association. The smallest of details of the Battles of Concord and Lexington were presented to students in terms to which they could relate. The revolutionary War is covered in curriculum in both grades.
